District Priority Connection

1. On the Connecticut Mastery Test in Reading, Mathematics, and Writing, the average gain in the number of students at or above proficieny over the 3 year period of District Improvement will be atleast 15 percentage points.

2. CMT and Conencticut Academic Performance Test achievement gaps in targeted subgroups (black, Hispanic, free/reduced lunch, EEL, and Special Ed students) will be reduced by atleast 30% over the 3 year period.

Grant Description

Probe-ology will encompass the entire school of approximately 750 students. The content will be delivered in 7 science and math classes and 2 technology. All three grade levels (6-8) will be involved. All other staff members will assist as needed. The action plan will include a ultilization of probes to introduce a new form of technology into the classroom. We will purchase various probes that measure and collect data which can be utilized in math, science, and technology classrooms.

We plan to purchase 16 LabPro Interfaces for use with sixteen Temperature Probes and two barometric probes which allow our students to collect and alayze real time data. Math classes will apply concepts such as mean, mode, and median using various types of graphs. Technology classes will display data using EXCEL by creating tables and graphs as well as using tools to find mean, median, and mode. Science classes will work on simple machines. Sixteen Dual-range force sensors will be used to measure the mechanical advantages of a pulley, lever, and the incline plan. All new probes will be used to measure units of force and motion and a unit involving astronomy and magnetic fields. Students can also measure velocity, acceleration, and momentum.

Team Work

A team of teachers form math, science, and technoliyg departments will develop lessons which will be uised to implement our plan. Our team of teachers will inclow one math and science teacher form each of the three grade levels and one of the technology teachers. All teachers will take turns using the probes over the course of the lessons and will be assessed using a wide range of formative, summative, and performance assessments.

Relavance

Providing students with experience in using probtechnology connects to the students’ lives outside of school in a variety of ways. Probes are used in real life carrers such as medical testing, river clean up, meterology, engineering, astronomy, etc. By engaging the students in these activities motivation and participation in the learning process will increase as student interest increases.

Budget Details

Funds will be to purchase 16 LabPro Interfaces (collects data transfer data to computer) and following probes: 16 voltage probes, 16 motion detectors, 16 stainless steel temperature probes,1 dual range force sensors, 16 magnetic field senors, two barometers, and the equipment. This grant also accounts for the training of the teachers over the summer (7 teachers times hours).
